The present collection of the magnesian coins of Themistocles throws an
interesting spotlight on the life of the family of one of the most important historical figures
in ancient history. The "victor of Salamis", who had defeated the fleet of the Persian great
king with the well-known "double ruse" in the narrow bay of Salamis, fell at the end of the
1970s. v. BC probably also out of favor with the Athenians because of a certain self-
importance. After an ostracism he had to leave the city. In a roundabout way, he and his
family came to Asia Minor, where, probably still profiting from his dubious ruse, he was
enfeoffed by the great Persian king with the town of Magnesia and other small
possessions. However, the general could only enjoy the prosperity in old age for a short
time. He died at the age of 65 around 459 BC. His son Archepolis probably continued to
rule for a while before the family returned to Athens in the middle of the century. As minters
of Magnesia, Themistocles and his son primarily used the iconography they found, adding
their name monograms as a sign of their rule. Influences of the Attic homeland can partly
be identified. When the family returned to Athens, Magnesia continued minting coins with
the old images, but in their own name for a while.
