Trebonianus Gallus, the 'Unfortunate' was
born in Perusia and was of Etruscan origin. He was a senator and
imperial legate in Moesia Superior. He fought with Trajan Decius
in the campaign against the Goth Kniva, who succeeded in killing
the emperor and his son Herennius Etruscus. The soldiers
therefore appointed him new augustus in 251. Trebonianus, in his
rush to return to Rome to have his power confirmed by the
Senate, concluded a hasty and costly peace with the Goths.
Returning to the Urbe, he agreed to rule together with Hostilian,
Decius' surviving son, leaving the role of Caesar to his own son
Volusian. But Hostilian died that same year from the plague,
which was one of the worst enemies of Trebonius' reign, afflicting
the empire for fifteen years. Another serious threat was posed by
the Persians of Shapur |, who penetrated Mesopotamia and Syria,
sacking temples and occupying cities. Their advance was halted
by Uranius Antoninus, a descendant of Julia Domna and priest of
the Sun god of Emesa, who was even appointed augustus by the
soldiers, giving rise to a brief unauthorised reign (253-254). The
Goths also contributed to the difficult time by crossing the
Danubian limes again to descend into Asia Minor, despite their
agreement with the emperor. This desperate picture well
describes why the reign of Trebonius Gallus is considered to be
dogged by bad luck. Aemilianus, who had won a decisive victory
across the Danube, was acclaimed emperor by the army and
marched on Rome to overthrow Trebonianus. The fight with
Volusianus took place near Terni. The two augusts, defeated,
escaped but were murdered by their own soldiers. Condition:

Aureulus first appears in the chronicles in Pannonia as a cavalry
commander under the orders of the emperor Gallienus.
Apparently a Dacian native from Sirmium, he fought against the
troops of the usurper Ingenuus in Moesia, in AD 258, in the
victory of Mursa. This earned him great esteem with the emperor,
who, shortly afterwards, entrusted him with the defence of
lllyricum, against two other usurpers from the East, Macrianus
Major together with his sons Macrianus Minor and Quietus (in AD
261), while Gallienus was engaged in Gaul against Postumus. In
lllyria Aureolus defeated the two Macrianii, whose army came
under his command. It seems that in the course of AD 267,
Gallienus, thanks to the support of Aureolus, again as magister
equitum, and the military expertise of his magister militum,
Claudius the Gothic, successfully fought the secessionist Gallic
armies of Postumus. However, when Aureulus was left by
Gallienus in Mediolanum at the head of the cavalry, charged with
guarding a possible arrival of Postumus in Italy, he like others,
under pressure from the military who held Gallienus in contempt,
proclaimed himself emperor in AD 268. He also seems to have
offered his alliance to Postumus, who however preferred to
remain neutral. On hearing the news that Aurelius was gathering
a large army to move on Rome, Gallienus returned to Italy and
forced his adversary to enclose himself within the walls of
Mediolanum, after defeating him at the river Adda, in the battle of
Pontirolo. While the siege was still in progress, Aureulus tried to
come to terms with Gallienus (who was later killed by his generals
in September 268). He then tried to come to terms with Claudius,
who had become the new emperor, but it is said that he was
slaughtered towards the end of AD 268 by his own officers for
fear of revenge by the emperor. Others say he was put to death
by Aurelian, against the advice of Claudius himself Condition:

Constans Il, son of Constantine Ill, was a member of the Heraclian
dynasty, descendants of Heraclius. He was called 'Pogonatus’, or
'bearded', because of the long beard he wore in adulthood. When
Heraclius died, the throne went to his two sons, Constantine Ill,
born of his first marriage to Fabia Eudocia, and Heracleonas, born
of his second marriage to Martina. Given Heracleona's young age,
Heraclius had arranged for Martina to take part in the
government, incurring the anger of his people, who did not
accept her because of her incestuous marriage, as Martina was
Heraclius' niece. Constantine Ill died after only three months of
his reign and a revolt by Valentinus, magister militum per
Orientem, forced Heraclius to abdicate in favour of Constantine
lll's son, Constans Il. His reign was immediately marked by the
important loss of Egypt, which had been a Roman province for six
hundred years and represented the main source of grain supply
for the empire. The Arabs had in fact agreed with Martina and
Heracleonas to take Alexandria, and proceeded to occupy the
Pentapolis and Tripolis, later expanding into Asia Minor, Armenia
and Cappadocia, and representing the emperor's new real
enemy. The Arabs also managed to build a powerful naval fleet
and inflict a crushing defeat on Constans Il in Lycia near Phoenix.
Unable to engage on two fronts at once, the emperor was able to
sign a peace with the caliph of Syria, Mu'awiya, so that he could
devote himself to the West, where he achieved significant
victories against the Slavs. Later Constans set his sights on
Africa, still threatened by the Arabs, and a battleground between
the supporters of the orthodox doctrine and the monothelists.
The emperor therefore intervened in religious matters,
attempting to settle the disputes and issuing an edict known as
Typos in 648. However, this attracted the hostility of the new
pope Martin and the exarch of Ravenna, Olympius, who sided
with Rome and proclaimed the independence of Italy from
Constantinople. Luckily for Constans, Olympius died shortly
afterwards and Martin was arrested and sentenced to death by
the Senate. This allowed the emperor to strengthen his control
over the West and especially over Italy, where he moved with the
intention of freeing it from the Lombards. Constans also
attempted to free Sicily from Arab control, requesting the family

In 1077 Michael VII Ducas faced the revolt of John of
Durrés, brother of Nicephorus Bryennios, who was not happy with
his style of government. The emperor then appointed Nicephorus
Basilas as duke of Durrés, who set off for Epirus with a strong
army to arrest the rebel Nicephorus Brienus, who was initially
undecided on what to do. He then joined his brother in
Hadrianopolis and together they met up with Basilacius' army
near Thessalonica. After a few skirmishes, the two made peace
and decided not to obstruct each other and to go their separate
ways. Nicephorus Bryennios then attempted to take
Constantinople without success and, although the new emperor
Nicephorus Il Botaniates offered him a complete amnesty, the
former duke of Durrés refused. Nicephorus Il then appealed to
Alexius Comnenus, who, with the help of a contingent of Turks,
defeated and captured Brienus in Thessaly in 1078. Nicephorus
Basilacius was then acclaimed emperor by the men who had
previously remained loyal to Nicephorus Bryennios and took
command of operations in the rebel camp. After recruiting an
army composed of Albanians, Bulgarians and Normans from
southern Italy, Basilacius turned in the direction of the capital,
receiving the support of several Thessalian and Macedonian cities
along the way. Nicephorus Ill turned again to Alexius Comnenus,
who repaid him by defeating Basilacius' army near Thessalonica
and forcing the usurper to take refuge within the city walls. Not
having enough men to conduct a siege, Alexius agreed with the
local nobles to hand over the rebel and managed to deliver him
over to the emperor.
