He likely made overtures
to Ptolemy II, and the Egyptian king probably responded by
sending a Ptolemaic contingent of soldiers, along with a large
quantity of bronze to be made into coins to pay the troops. The
Syracusan die engravers produced a close approximation to the
contemporary bronze issues of Egypt, but with a more "western-
looking" head of Zeus and lacking the distinctive beveled edges
seen on Alexandrian bronzes. This coinage likely ceased in 264/3
BC, when Hieron proclaimed himself king and became embroiled
in a conflict against Rome, another ally of Egypt, which then
probably ended fiscal and military support for Syracuse.
